Ngawa-naringa nyirra nginingaji japalinga, Nyirra mijuwalinga

In Tiwi tradition the Tunga (bark basket) symbolically represents
women. It is used to gather food. An unpainted basket is used for
gathering, but always highly painted when used in ceremonies. This
large Wangatunga represents Mary, a woman for whom the Tiwi have
great love. She is a gentle woman, a star, a guiding light. When we see
the Tunga it reminds us of Mary.

During the month of May Xavier students pray to Our Lady and give thanks to all the women and
care givers in our lives.

Reeycling:

Six large bags of recycling were sent
to Envirobank, Darwin through the
support of Barge Express. The bags
were processed and 3,204 cans and
2,562 plastic bottles were sent off the
island. We earned $576.

The Employment Pathways class had
decided in Term 1, that some of this
money was going to be donated to
Project Compassion to assist
communities around the world in
need. The maths class will work out
what to spend the $250 on to assist
these communities.
