This past week has seen hundreds of thousands of people all around the world protest against      
racism in the Black Lives Matter movement. This followed the tragic killing of 46 year old African-
American man, George Floyd, by Minneapolis police.  

In Australia, these anti-racism protests have focussed on the number of black deaths that have       
occurred in custody as well as other issues relating to inequality in outcomes between Indigenous 
and Non-Indigenous Australians. Pope Francis has entered the discussion and has named racism as a 
sin. The Pope said, “we cannot close our eyes to any form of racism or exclusion, while pretending 
to defend the sacredness of every human life.”
